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Safety Checks and Fault Reporting Policy

Safety Checks

Recorded safety checks on all activity equipment and activity areas will be made by a designated person in line with the policy and timetables below and these records will be kept securely, but available for inspection.

All equipment will have MONTHLY recorded safety checks performed in line with industry best practice.

In addition to the above certain designated equipment will require further testing to ensure manufacturers /  provider’s guidelines are followed. This applies to the following equipment:

Buoyancy aids

In addition it is the duty and responsibility of all staff to ensure all activity equipment and activity areas to be used are visually and, where possible, physically checked prior to the session start.

Fault Reporting 

If during a safety check or at any other time a piece of equipment is found to be faulty it must:

1. Be withdrawn from use immediately, placed in an area set aside for faulty equipment or in a place where the equipment cannot be used accidentally by others and marked as faulty.

2. The appropriate Fault Report Form completed.

3. Action taken to rectify the fault, either on site or, if necessary, this equipment should be returned to the manufacturers or appropriate repairers.
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
