	SESSION PLAN

1. Getting to know the group

The children present themselves one after the other

OR

The children present themselves, then mime what they like and the others have to guess in French

OR

The children each have a whiteboard, on which they write some things about themselves (not their name).  The instructor collects the whiteboard and chooses at random one to read out to the group who in turn have to guess whose whiteboard it is

Etc, etc

Level 2 – Present his/her partner

	2. Forms of address/phrases to express manners
· Game – Pairs

Divide the group into 3 groups

Objective: to make pairs with the cards (English vocabulary with the French equivalent)

· Organise a little quiz to memorise the vocabulary

· Or get them to repeat after you using different voices/intonation (singing/whispering etc…)

	3. Physical description

· Discuss the vocabulary with the children, note the vocabulary on the whiteboard and get the children to copy the vocabulary in their workbook
· Revision of the basic phrases

DOMINOES

Divide the group into 2 groups

     Objective: to find the phrases that describe the photos and create a     

     rectangle with the dominoes

·      Practice the basic phrases
                    Keep the dominoes on the floor in a rectangle.  Put ‘a leader’ (one person  

                    of each group) in the centre of each rectangle.  The Instructor reads out 
                    one of the phrases written on the dominoes, the first leader which gives 
                    the correct image to the Instructor keeps the domino as proof of a 
                    correct answer (the Instructor keeps the domino of the group that lost)
1 point for giving the correct domino and 1 point bonus point for correctly repeating the phrase.
OR

· Guess who?
                 Divide the group into 2 groups and sit them opposite each other.  

                 Each group chooses in secret a person and needs to get the other group to 

                 guess which person they chose, by giving a physical description.    

·   The crown
                Similar to ‘Guess Who?’ but using celebrities.


	LESSON 2    (level 2)

	Objectives: At the end of the lesson, the children will be able to…

· Re-create, read and understand a story

· Propose a mystery: choose a culprit and decide their reason for committing the crime.

· Solve a mystery by asking questions in French using the physical description vocabulary

· Give their opinion

1. Re-create a story

· Divide the group into 2 small groups

· Objective (Different texts for level 1 and level 2)

Find the correct order for the story by putting the photos and text together.

           Understanding

· Read and understand the story

           Put the photos of the staff up on the whiteboard.

	2. Suggest a mystery
· Organise 2 groups

1 group = the detectives

1 group = choose in secret the suspect(s)

· First objective for the detectives
Work on questions on the physical description

LEVEL 2 – Use more detailed questions on the professions and the routine of the suspects.  Use the passé compose.

· First objective for the group that chooses the suspect(s)
Choose 1 or 2 suspects amongst the photos of the Château staff.  

Work on the vocabulary linked to the physical description of the suspects.

LEVEL 2 – Create a more detailed description of the suspects, talk about their profession and their routine.

	3. Solve the mystery
· Second objective for the detectives
Ask questions about the suspects, with the intention of finding the names of the suspects and why they committed the crime.*

· Second objective for the group that chooses the suspect(s)
Answer the detectives’ questions.

* Maximum 3 guesses.
