SESSION PLAN AND RISK ASSESSMENT

TALENT SHOW
Session length: 90 minutes

Instructor/participant ratio: 2/all the schools (+teachers)
Session aim: To enable the children to practise their listening and speaking skills and to perform a show in French in front of all the schools. Note that all the children watch the show but that they don’t have to take part.

Equipment required: microphone, curtains, hook to take down the curtains already on the roof windows, blank certificates for costumes and talent show. 
Suitable activity areas: games room

Preparation of the activity:

Check the information regarding the group: age, aptitude, experience and number of children

Check that you are aware of medial problems

Prepare the games room: take down the curtains on the roof windows, put the curtains (under the sink in the mezzanine), switch the stereo with the microphone and the disco lights on, prepare some music for the beginning with the MP3 cable

Meet the group

Introduce yourself and describe the activity. Check the group: correct group, number of children, medical information, and correct clothing equipment

Presentation:

-Explain and describe what a Talent show is

-Explain your behaviour expectations (no “booing”, respect for the other schools)

-Take the children to the games room, sit them on the floor.

Start the Talent show. Try to be fun and enthusiastic to keep the children motivated, you might want to dress up. 


Make sure the children are all encouraging each others. Call out each group giving the name of the school, the show and the children taking part. Use staff sketches to break it up.

Review

Decide which shows were best.

Thank the group, the teachers and the instructors for the week; remind them what time they are leaving the following day, about packing, etc…
