Tour of the Château

The tour begins with a quick presentation.  The instructor explains the breakdown of the day: meal times, times for the activities etc.  He/she will talk about the different activities:  that the children need to make sure they wear the right clothes; bring their workbook and a pen; and any asthmatics/people with allergies need to have their inhaler/epipen with them at all times.  They will also insist on the fact that they respect their dorms, dining rooms, classrooms, the Château grounds, the animals etc.
The instructor will also talk briefly about the “Soirée Française” (and the fact that they can dress up for dinner that night) and also about the “Spectacle Final”.  Plus other useful information. 
The Tour
The instructor will…
1.   Show the children the Château limits and explain that it is not possible to go pass them without an adult.
2.  Show them the forbidden areas: Gérard’s grass area, the lake, drying room (unless with an adult) etc

3.  Explain to the children that there are cars/lorries/coaches that drive around the Château so they need to be vigilant when they are walking on/near the road.

4.  Show them the outside toilet.
5.  Ask the children to name the animals that they can see in the mini-farm.
6.  Show the children where they need to line up for the activities.
